● Can you look from their perspective? Does that make you feel 

different?

● What did you learn from this person/situation that you can feel 

gratitude around? 
● If they said something, can you imagine them showing up in a 

different way? When you imagine that- how does it make you feel? 
● What other factors played a role?

Maybe, it's time to create a new relationship, with boundaries that 
will help your relationship to feel like a healthy relationship?
